I.	Called to Order:  Bev Price, Chair, 8:05 a.m.
II.	Action Item:  To Approve the 01/21/16 Meeting Minutes. Not approved due to no quorum.

III.	WIB Industry Sector Partnerships’ Update(s)	

Charles Casey reported that since the Arizona Commerce Authority (ACA) may not be supporting the Industry Partnerships and they had a contract with Lindsay Woolsey who had been contracting with the ACA, Pima County and the WIB may want to consider picking up the contract and determine what the WIB will require from the contract.

IV.	Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act (WIOA) – Charles Casey, Director, CSET.
 
A. Charles Casey shared information about the Executive Overview for Arizona’s Unified Workforce Development Plan for Program Years 2016-2020. The draft has been forwarded to the U.S. Department of Labor (DOL).



B.	Charles Casey shared information about the March 2016 Guidance that has been provided for Local Workforce Development Plans that includes the WIB Plan.
 
Charles Casey confirmed that in order to accomplish the work set out by the State’s Workforce Development Plan, it is essential that Pima County strategizes and builds its Plan to implement the State’s vision at a local level.

The WIB needs to create a WIOA Plan and the new Workforce Area Council (WAC) at the State level had their first meeting in January 2016 and the woman who is running the ACA created the Guidance. They are not from the DOL but the WIB needs to proceed. The Plan will be due to the WAC and the Governor before 09/01/16.

Charles Casey has asked Paul Shannon if he will have Labor Market Information that may be included in the Plan. Charles Casey suggested that Paul Shannon should be invited to the Planning Committee’s May 19, 2016 meeting in order to provide updated Labor Market Information along with Trevor Stokes, ACA. 

Charles Casey reminded the Committee of the Program-Specific Requirements for the Core Programs:

Title I:  Adult, Youth, and Dislocated Workers – Pima County Arizona@Work

Title II:	Adult Education and Literacy Programs – Pima Community College

Title III:	Wagner-Peyser Employment Services – Employment Administration

Title IV:  Vocational Rehabilitation – Rehabilitation Services

Charles Casey explained how the WIB’s Pima County Plan will need to be written as a one-voice approach when creating the Plan so that it is clear and includes all the Pima County Arizona@Work partners.

The WIB’s Plan should focus on the following principles:

· Government working at the speed of business;
· Equal access to education;
· Opportunity for all;
· Economic growth; and
· Quality customer service.
	
The Plan is the WIB’s opportunity to communicate its vision and strategies to achieve job-driven, efficient, and aligned system that connects employers with skilled individuals to drive economic growth. 
	
Although WIOA does not yet outline employer measures, Arizona is proposing the following performance measures:

1. Percentage of employers who contacted an Arizona@Work Job Center

The Plan must be submitted electronically to the WAC and the Governor before 09/01/16.

· The Council will make recommendations to the Governor regarding approvals.
· Plans will be considered approved if no written documents of deficiencies are provided within a 90-day period starting the day the Plan is received.
