II.	“Making Action Possible (MAP) for Southern Arizona Dashboard” Presentation - 
	George Hammond, Ph.D., Economic & Business Research Center, Eller College of Management, The University of Arizona (UA) and Nancy Smith, Business Development Manager, MAP, presented an introductory overview including navigation tips for the MAP site that is available at http://mapazdashboard.arizona.edu/.

A.	The free training and presentation included information about how:

· Nearly 17,000 people have used the MAP Dashboard to stay informed;
· MAP is measuring progress and inspiring action;
· The latest information is available at your fingertips;
· MAP has more than 14,000 trend analyses, special reports, and white papers spanning local, regional, and national facts; 
· MAP is continually updated; 



· The MAP Dashboard is the product of a partnership between the Community Foundation for Southern Arizona, the Southern Arizona Leadership Council, and The University of Arizona; 
· The mission of the MAP Dashboard is to measurably improve Southern Arizona through data driven collective civic action and education; 
· For each indicator, users can learn how Southern Arizona is doing, how it compares, and what the latest trends tell us about our progress; and
· Users can compare Southern Arizona to the U.S., states in the West, and select metropolitan areas. With this information, Southern Arizonans can decide priorities, shape and pursue effective policies, and seek external funding opportunities. They can also use the data to drive business and organizational decisions, as well as to build collaboration and cross-sector partnerships capable of taking action throughout our region.

· Develop better proposals;
· Benchmark to measure success;
· Track progress;
· Explore 50+ geographic areas;
· Inspire action with the most current facts;

The MAP Dashboard also has a tutorial for anyone who may want to learn how to utilize the MAP information and it explains the Windows’ Snipping Tool for anyone who may want to use MAP information and images to help improve a presentation. George did ask if anyone does use the MAP Dashboard, to please inform him so he may inform the partners and sponsors who will appreciate the usage.

E	George Hammond also mentioned that they would like to present the MAP Dashboard information to as many people or groups as possible. The Planning Committee agreed to ask the Executive Committee if the information could be presented at the 05/13/16 or other WIB Monthly Meeting. Charles Casey suggested the presentation should also be provided to the Pima County Community Action Agency Advisory Board, the Arizona Workforce Council and/or the Arizona Local Workforce Directors.

B.	Charles Casey confirmed that:

· Some of the local data that needs to be included in the Plan may be provided by Paul Shannon and Trevor Stokes.

· In order to accomplish the work set out by the State’s Workforce Development Plan, it is essential that Pima County strategize and build an individual plan to implement the State’s vision at a local level.
