Criteria for Display of Caloric Count at Point of Order – 5% Annual Fee Reduction

This establishment provides the Caloric Count for all the food products provided to our customers.  This information is contained in our menu or at the Point of Order.  This information is present whenever and wherever the food is ordered, (an additional handout or electronic app is not required to determine these levels).   I am requesting a 5% reduction of the annual fees for the following permit numbers ____________________________________________.
I understand that I am required to keep an itemized list of all foods and their ingredients with their Caloric Counts in a folder readily available to the Department for review prior to authorization and on-site during time of all inspections.  The 5% fee reduction is only redeemable at the time of my annual permit renewal or at time of my initial application.  Should I qualify for the reduction after my annual permit renewal period, I understand it will be applied the following year.  
I understand to receive the fee reduction, I must determine the Calorie Count by either laboratory analysis, utilizing the caloric counts from pre-made products that require no additional processing (i.e. commercially processed hamburger bun provided to the location, which contains a calorie summary), and/or by itemizing each ingredient by measure that is present in an ordered item.  This caloric count must encompass the entire food order and not broken down into portion sizes (indicates the total caloric count for the item that is served to the customer).  The method of determining the caloric count must be documented and contained in the folder that is on-site and readily available to the Department at time of inspection.  Should the caloric count folder or the final count for each food item be absent at time of inspection, I understand that this could result in the Department removing the permit from this incentive program for a minimum of a one-year period. This form must be submitted at or before the permit is issued or when annual renewal is made.  The 5% reduction calculation is for the annual fee and does not apply to any late or plan review fees. This percentage will be rounded to the nearest whole dollar amount as stated in the Board Approved Fee Table.
