Attached is a list of transportation funding measures that were on ballots across the nation
during the most recent general election. The information is provided by the American Road
and Transportation Builders Association. One third of the ballot measures involved
increasing sales taxes for transportation purposes. Of the 95 ballot measures, 86 percent
or all but 13, were approved by voters. Of the 13 that failed, only two were sales tax
measures.
