Dear Chairman and Members,

I am writing this letter to support the Town of Oro Valley’s request for consideration of the
James D. Kriegh Park (JDK) improvement project in your deliberations.

My family and I live at 630 W Calle Concordia, next door to the Town’s offices housing its
Parks and Recreation staff and other operations. As such we are about a mile distant from
JDK and visit it almost on a daily basis when walking our dog. We love the Park and while
many of its facilities look to be tired and worn (save for the fabulous Oro Valley Aquatic
Center) we know that the Park serves an invaluable service to our community as evidenced
by its heavy utilization both during the day and evening hours. We feel extremely lucky to
have such a multipurpose park serving our Town and within walking distance of our home.
Our dog, Cody, just barked his agreement with that sentiment.

However, there is one aspect of JDK that we are not grateful for and that is the antiquated
lighting system that spills bright lights into our back yard and through our windows from
6pm to 10pm most every evening, Sunday eve being our only respite. As you know, [DK’s
lighting system was installed in 1974, 40 years ago, and certainly doesn’t conform to
Arizona’s Dark Sky requirements. 1 know that we are not alone in being disturbed by JDK’s
outmoded lighting that seems more appropriate for a metropolitan airport than a town
park. (Attached is an unprofessional photo taken last month from our back yard showing
JDK’s lights competing for attention with a full moon, and winning the battle)

’m aware that outdated lighting systems in other Pima County parks and recreational
facilities have received upgrades including most recently the Winston Reynolds/Manzanita
Park that was improved in 2011. I also understand that the JDK upgrade has been on the
list of Pima County Bond Election Proposed Projects since 2006, and possibly earlier. In
short, it is our hope that the Pima County Bond Advisory Committee will permit the
proposed JDK Park upgrade, including the modernization of its lighting system, to be
included among the list of deserving projects for the next County Bond Election.

My name is Mike Sitzman. | am writing on behalf of my wife, Diana and my family, as well as on
behalf of the many in the softball community who are unable to attend your April 25 public
hearing, but would like to be heard.

We have been a Tucson softball family since my daughter Kaity was 8 years old. She grew up
playing softball all over Tucson, primarily at Sports Park. | remember ASA State Championships
being played at Sports Park, to earn a spot at ASA Nationals. Teams traveled from all over
Arizona to play in ASA, Triple Crown and USSSA Softball tournaments at Sports Park and other
venues. Tucson was a hotbed for softball; Sports Park was its home.

Over time however, the big tournaments began to migrate. We really never understood
why. Suddenly Phoenix captured all the big tournaments mentioned previously, as well as the
regular season ASA, USSSA and Triple Crown Tournaments.

Venues such as the Rose Mofford Softball complex in Phoenix were built and suddenly it was
not just our State Tournaments being held there, but ASA Western Nationals and other very
high profile tournaments were played there. Over time, out of state teams from California,
Nevada, Colorado and New Mexico were playing in the Phoenix area tournaments.

It seemed as though we traveled to Phoenix twice a month to play, because we wanted to play
the best competition. Playing the best competition paid off. Many Tucson girls and Tucson
teams migrated to play primarily in the Phoenix and California tournaments. College coaches
came to watch these young ladies play softball at a very high level.

Softball. As their parents, my husband and | both coached and managed teams with this organization

for over ten years. As a manager for teams
we are always aware of how many girls were playing. In the spring time we had as many 300 girls

playing. In the fall we had to turn away girls because
of limited field space. The school fields are often utilized for practice fields but are not in suitable

condition for actual games. The Baja league

often hosts "All Stars” at the end of the season, due to only having two fields at Riverfront Oro Valley
Fast Pitch Softball was not a suitable

location to host the All Stars.

Our oldest daughter now plays competitive softball with the hope of getting a softball scholarship to

help pay for her college tuition.

Sportspark having 6 fields does not often attract large tournaments. We as a family head to Maricopa
County where as many as twenty-five teams in the

same age group are competing. Tournaments are usually two days, so we often spend one to two
nights in a hotel in the Phoenix area. Which of course means we go out to eat in the Phoenix area.

When we travel to other cities and states we often marvel at the size of other softball complexes and
the amenities that they have. It is an embarrassment that Pima County has so few parks in
comparison. It makes me think that Pima County perhaps does not value recreation for youth.

Our parks are not in the best condition so we lose out on attracting larger tournaments to better
maintained complexes. Wouldn't it be nice

to keep some of that revenue here in Pima County?

Student Athletes have to maintain a grade point average of a C or better. Most serious student

athletes who wish to pursue a scholarship
are aware that they must have a grade point average of a 3.5 (B) or better. Sports helps keeps our

students focused on school work, it keeps
them busy and out of trouble.
